Eagle Scout Board of Review Scout Checklist

You are expected to bring the following items to your Eagle Scout Board of Review:

____ Your Verified Eagle Scout Rank Application complete with your References and your Signature along with the signatures of your Unit Leader and Committee Chair

____ Your original copy of your Eagle Scout Leadership Service Project Workbook including pictures and all necessary signatures

____ Your Life Ambition Statement (see Requirement 6 of the Verified Eagle Scout Rank Application)

____ One photocopy of the each of the above items assembled for each member of your Eagle Scout Board of Review
____ Your Boy Scout Handbook
You should plan to arrive 15 minutes prior to the scheduled time for your Eagle Scout Board of Review in your Class A uniform and Merit Badge sash. You should also wear any religious emblems and honor cords.

Letters of Recommendation (Eagle Requirement #2):

Before your Eagle Scout Board of Review, San Gabriel District Eagle Scout candidates should make a concerted, reasonable effort to obtain letters of recommendation from the people you listed as references on your Eagle Scout Rank Application form. 

In Requirement #2, you must list "the names of individuals who know you personally and would be willing to provide a recommendation on your behalf." The people who have agreed to be references are usually honored to be asked, and they have positive, meaningful things to say about you. There is a sample letter of request on the SG District web site under Files & Forms, Advancement
The categories are parents/guardians, religious, educational, employment (if any), and two other references. These letters should be sent a Scouting official in your Troop (could be the Scoutmaster, Committee Chair, Eagle Advancement Chair, etc.) or the San Gabriel District Advancement Committee, at Richard Florence, PO Box 92, Liberty Hill, TX 78642. 

This official should make sure the unopened letters are made available to BOR members at the time of the board. The BOR members will open the letters and read them; they may, or may not, ask you questions about the letters. 

At the end of the BOR, the letters will be retained by San Gabriel District Advancement Committee and disposed of according to BSA Advancement Policy & Procedures.
Please note: if you make an effort to get these letters, but you cannot obtain letters from all of your references, this will not be held against you.
