San Gabriel District Camporee 
General

The Camporee will be open to all Boy Scout Troops, Teams, Venturing Crews and Explorer Posts that wish to attend. Webelos are welcome to attend for Saturday activities and participate as own unit, schedule will include a time slot for Webelos to visit Troops.  Webelos can camp with a Troop, as a invited guest by that troop.  

The Camporee will be held at Wolf Mountain Scout Ranch in Llano, with Headquarters located at the Buddies building.
Registration and payment due by March 10th, 2012
Cost is $10 per youth participant   /   $5  per adult scouter

Webelo’s cost is $5 per scout & $5 per parent covers a patch & lunch.  Early registration is required to make sure enough food will be available at lunch.  
Maximum patrol size for competition is 6 Scouts, minimum 4 Scouts. Patrols will be registered at time of check-in. Scouts with disabilities can be exempted from some competition by the Camporee Support Team at time of check-in on Friday night. “Dream Team” patrols from multiple patrols within a troop are prohibited. 
Complete rulebooks for the Camporee and competition events and score sheets may be reviewed at Camporee Headquarters on Friday evening.
Weather is never a factor; we go no matter what, unless the National Weather Service has issued Severe Weather Alerts for the weekend.
Leader’s Guide

Campsites will be assigned based on the number of Scouts and Patrols participating. Assignments will be available at check-in.
Because of congestion in the competition, campsites, and surrounding roads, troop trailers may be left in the campsites, but all vehicles, after unloading, must be parked outside the campsite area in the designated parking areas located on camp map that will be handed out at check in. Each troop will be given one “Emergency” placard to indicate a vehicle is in use for emergency transportation to the First Aid Station. Speed limit throughout the Camporee area from 5:00 PM on Friday until 12:00 AM on Sunday is 5 MPH at all times.  

Friday evening check-in is from 5:00 PM to 8:00 PM at the Entry Check Point. Per your check-in sheet for Troop Competition be prepared to have your SPL show your tour permit, health forms for all Scouts and Scouters in your party, patrol rosters, and Troop Campsite Inspection form for extra credit items during your troop camp site inspection. (See Troop Competition score sheet attached to this packet). Early departure must be declared at check-in for any troop departing before Sunday at 10:00 AM. 
A Leader’s Meeting will be held Friday at 9 PM in the Headquarters building. The Senior Patrol Leader (SPL) will be your chief representative; an acting SPL may attend in their absence. A Patrol Leaders Council (PLC) will be held in your troop site after the Leader’s Meeting. 

Camporee Support Team members will be available for questions from patrol leaders outside of the Buddies Building at 10:30 PM on Friday.
No fireworks, alcoholic beverages, or firearms are allowed. Sheath knives are not recommended. Scouts with knives must have a valid Totin Chip in their possession. Smoking should be away from area in use by Scouts.

All medical incidents must be reported to the Camporee staff. A medical team is on duty at the First Aid Station located next to Headquarters​​​​​​​​​​​ . 

Troop campsite inspection will take place at 1:30 PM on Saturday by the admin. staff.  A troop leader may be present but is not mandatory.

Let’s Advance

Have each Scout bring their Boy Scout Handbook so that troop designated persons can sign off on advancement requirements.  Each event will indicate which, if any, requirements it meets.

General Procedures and Rules for Guests

Webelos:

We welcome Webelos who visit the Camporee. Registration rules apply. All Webelos Scouts must be registered as a unit. Webelos may participate if registered as a patrol. A parent or guardian must accompany and supervise each Webelos Scout attending.
Visitors:

Visitors are encouraged to attend the competitions and campfire ceremony. Troops should notify them of all applicable rules of Scouting that pertain to litter, smoking, alcohol, etc. Visitors should also be made aware that designated patrol areas are off-limits to them unless they receive permission from the patrol leader. Visitors must park in designated parking areas.
Parking:

Because of congestion in the competition, campsites, and surrounding roads all visitors must park on the in the main Camporee parking area noted on map. Visitors should be warned to drive carefully when traveling on Wolf Mountain SR property. Speed limit throughout Wolf Mountain SR from 5:00 PM on Friday until 12:00 AM on Sunday is 5 MPH at all times.  

Campfires:

Campfires are authorized in designated areas only provided there is not a burn-ban in effect. The current fire condition will be communicated at the Friday night Leader’s Meeting. Any fire must have adequate fire protection nearby, be in an above ground fire ring or established camp fire ring, and must be attended at all times.

Wolf Mountain Scout Ranch:

This is your camp! Respect it and all the facilities on it. The Scout Law is the guiding law of the Camporee and Wolf Mountain SR at all times...

Housekeeping

Units are responsible for removing all trash from their campsites. Trash will be deposited at the dumpster located near the maintenance building noted on the map provided. 
Every Scout and Scouter should pick-up litter when spotted.

Travel safely – Remember you are entering the RISK Zone

Wolf Mountain SR Standing Rules

· No youth or adults are to ride in the back of pick-up trucks or on trailers!

· Park in designated parking lots only, NOT in the camp sites.

· No open toe shoes or flip flops.

· No walking around camp barefooted.

· No running allowed in the camping area.

· Always use the Buddy System, no exceptions.

· No flames in tents, open or otherwise. This includes smoking.

· Stay on Wolf Mountain SR property, do not venture off.

· DO not leave campfires unattended. Keep campfires small due to the dry conditions that have prevailed.

· Leave what you find or see on the ground. Do not pick up rocks, pine cones, sticks, etc. and throw or play with; leave them alone! Also leave all lizards, snakes, animals, etc. alone.

	Cell Phones/Electronic Devices: No cell phones, radios, stereos, ipods, game boys, headsets, walkie-talkies, etc. are allowed in camp during Camporees. Turn off all cell phones upon arrival at camp.  Better yet, leave them at home! Any device named above discovered at an event station will cause a 25% point reduction for that event. Cell phone usage, by adults only, when absolutely necessary, must be restricted to the Headquarters area or out of sight of Scouts.




Senior Patrol Leader Guide

You are to attend a Leaders Meeting on Friday evening at 9:00PM. After this meeting you will hold a PLC in your troop area to cover the following:

· Any information you received at the Leaders Meeting that needs to be relayed to your patrol leaders.

· Class “A” uniforms (defined as button up shirt that displays council patch, scout rank, troop#) are required for the opening ceremony Saturday morning, the awards campfire on Saturday evening, and the Scout’s Own service on Sunday morning.

· Patrols coup-stick should be carried by the patrols at all times. The coup-stick should accompany the troop to the opening ceremony, awards campfire, and the Scout’s Own.

· Patrols must complete all morning competitions before lunch and should refrain from reporting early to any competition site.

· Adults and Scouters may accompany the patrol during the competition but may not offer advice or instructions once the competition for that station has begun. Encouragement may be given at any time.

	Each patrol member will take a distance (width) and height reading of designated items and report them to the judge.

Reference: Handbook: pg. 122-125


In this example the station might also include a task of recognizing map symbols and shooting several compass bearings. The number of sub events will be based on the complexity of the main station event and the time element of 30 minutes per station. All events at a station will be spelled out and training references provided as well as advancement opportunity.

2. Knots – Patrol score based on overall time
3. Spear Throwing – Patrol score based on overall points
4. Travois Drag – Patrol score based on overall time

7. Portage Challenge - Patrol score based on overall time
8. Hawk Throw – Patrol score based on overall points

Extra credit: Judges may award 5 points for any item not listed that warrants recognition. Troop may supply list of items for consideration at the Friday evening leaders meeting by turning in this form with the items listed.

CRITERIA FOR CAMPSITE INSPECTIONS

The following are the guidelines used by the campsite inspection teams. Despite the specificity, some objectivity is still involved. However, this should provide a pathway to a better understanding and more consistent expectations.

1) Duty Roster Chart Posted
· Roster in campsite area and has assignments for Friday, Saturday and Sunday.

· Document lists a Scout for the following camp duties; cooking, cooking equipment preparation, site cleanup and water.

· Document is completed as above and protected from elements.

2) Tents/Fly’s Properly Erected
· Tents arranged in order – smaller tents in front, larger in rear and properly erected. Fly’s placed in kitchen or dining areas.

· Guy lines from tent are attached by either a bowline or double half hitch. Taut-line hitches are tied to free end around stakes. If rope is used, rope has been whipped on ends. Guy lines on fly have taut-line hitches to tie around trees or tent stakes.

· Guy lines from dining fly or tarps marked with caution tape or other highly visible material.

· Tents are open (provided weather is good) and personal gear is neat and packed up. If foul weather, tent flaps/windows are closed and securely tied. No lanterns, candles or stoves in or near tents.

3) Flags Properly Displayed
· American Flag displayed in campsite.

· American Flag displayed on left and unit flag displayed on right when entering the campsite.

4) Troop First Aid Kit Available
· Kit properly identified as first aid kit and near cooking area.

· First Aid Kit open for inspection and contains items such as bandages/Band-Aids, latex gloves, alcohol swabs, etc.

5) Food Properly Stored
· Food properly stored in containers off the ground or in Patrol Chuck Boxes. Coolers clean and off the ground.

· Trash/garbage bags properly hung off the ground at least 3’ high.

6) Patrol Method Evident (Patrol Flags, Patrol Boxes, etc.)
· Patrol flags displayed with patrol boxes if available.

· Patrol area neat, free of trash with tents in order.
7) Cooking Area Clean and Neat
· Stoves or cooking equipment at least 18’ off the ground. Water coolers clean and off the ground.

· All equipment clean, tables free of food and ground around cooking area free of trash or food.

8) Balanced Menu(s) Posted
· Menus should be posted in cooking area(s) and include foods from the four basic food groups (milk, meat, vegetable/fruit and bread/cereal group).

· Menu is protected from the elements.
9) Campsite Improvements
· Small projects, washstands, shoe racks, coat hangers, tongs, pothooks, etc.

· Tables, benches, above general cooking table, flagpole.
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GATEWAY CRITERIA
The gateway portion of the campsite inspection is an attempt to inspire Scouts to use imagination, creativity, and inventiveness in the spirit of teamwork and unit pride to express the theme of the Camporee. This is a friendly competition. Gateways/Entrance Ways should be "Scout Built" and should be located at the entrance to the unit's campsite. Gateways will be graded on the following criteria:

CONSTRUCTION – Only pioneering/backwoods materials should be used. Do not use screws, nails, ribbon, plastic, etc. All construction shall be assembled in a secure and safe fashion. NO GENERATORS ARE ALLOWED. Battery powered lighting may be used. Digging holes is allowed but must be filled in, compacted and level with the ground prior to checkout so that no tripping hazards remain.

IMAGINATION - Gateways are a chance for troops to express their artistic and creative ability. Gateways shall be considered as stage settings that reflect the theme.

VISUAL IMPACT - Gateways should gain the attention of passers by in a dynamic way. Use of color, movement, size, and content will be reviewed.

REQUIRED ITEMS - Troop Number, Sponsoring Organization, Council, District, American Flag and Troop Flag

JUDGING - Gateways will be subjectively judged according to degree of quality or the utilization of each item listed above. The judges will use their knowledge and skills based upon their own experiences. The decision of the judges will be final.

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CHILI COOK-OFF CONTEST RULES

The following rules are to be adhered to by all cook-off chairmen, cooks and/or assistants:
1. All contestants must be Scouts. "Ringers" will be summarily ejected from the entire Camporee.

2. Contestants are responsible for supplying all of their own cooking utensils, Coleman type stoves, pots etc. 

3. All contestants must wash their hands before preparing their chili.

OFFICIAL CHILI JUDGING:

1. Any form of chili is permissible. However, only "True Chili" will be considered for serious judging. "True Chili" is defined by the International Chili Society as any kind of meat, or combination of meats cooked with peppers, various other spices, and other ingredients with the exception of items such as beans or spaghetti, which are strictly forbidden.

2. No ingredient may be precooked or treated in any way prior to the setup period the day of the cook-off. The only exceptions are canned or bottled tomatoes, tomato sauce, peppers, pepper sauce, beverages, broth, and grinding or mixing the spices. Meat may be pre-cut or ground, but not treated in any way. All other ingredients must be chopped or prepared at the cook-off.

3. The judging committee will select the winners based on taste, appearance and creativity. Good Chili combines the elements of texture, freshness, and aroma and of course taste.

4. All chili must have a name for the recipe that is clearly displayed in the cooking area. Weird names that refer to Scouting or Scouters are encouraged. All names must be in English unless they are in some other language.

5. Contestants may not charge for samples for this judging.

6. The quantity of chili prepared for the people's choice is the team's decision.

7. Any attempts to influence, bias, or sway visiting Scouters toward one chili or away from another are encouraged. Attempts to influence the final judging staff are permitted.

EVENT INFO:

1. Cooking begins at your convenience. All cooking must be done at the campsite on day of event; please keep this in mind.
2. All finalists must submit their "recipe" along with the sample to be judged.
3. Prizes will be awarded for First, Second and Third place in two categories. The first category is ONLY SCOUTMASTERS; the second category is for any other Adult Scouter.
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
